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Boys’ basketball coach complained having to practice at 16™ Ave small gym. Question
rose when was the request for gyms sent out?

Tom Conboy addressed the Board to state that he would like the Board to be more
involved in the budget process. Review expenses, evaluate personnel and to plan ahead
with heads of sports groups prior to their start of season to discuss issues, needs. required
resources and registration fees. He stated that all programs should be operating in the
black or at least at break even. Tom would like the monthly meetings to be held in the
senior center with the Commissioners seated at a head table facing the audience with a
podium for the public to address the Board. Tom also stated that attendance by the
commissioners is crucial and that a review of the attendance policy is in order.
Groups/persons wishing to address the Board should call the office to be put on the
agenda.

Tom stated that the Council is conducting interviews for the Recreation Superintendent
position and that a decision would be made soon.

Tom received an unsigned letter from a soccer parent requesting the Board to investigate
the reasons why children are being excluded from the dinner. Alex Lopez explained that
the final count was given to the Brownstone and that they had nearly reached the room
capacity. He did state that a different gift was ordered for those attending the dinner but
that all participants would receive a gift. After much discussion, no final decision was
made except that the consensus was that all children had to be treated equally. Tom
suggested that each parent’s association should notify the Board their intentions as to
how profits from fundraisers would be spent.

Tom mentioned that the Council has had discussions with the Board of Education
regarding the purchase of the property behind the library, currently owned by the Board
of Education. The land must be appraised first.

Tom stated that the DPW would start to dismantle the fence and basketball court at
English Ave. Park.
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There was much discussion regarding the condition of Boro field.
[tems mentioned were the following:

The lack of grass by the end of summer

Dirt and dust swirling around

Poor drainage on small soccer field

Possibility of adding sprinklers

Changing the grass seed

6. In order for any major restoration to be done, an alternative site must be
developed

7. Romano gave an update on the status of the new scoreboard and Little League

storage container
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A question was raised whether or not the shelters are grounded. A review of the building
plan proved inconclusive, a further investigation is required.

A suggestion was made by Marianne to establish a safety coordinator for each sport.
There was discussion to make this a weekly responsibility of the new superintendent.

A list of “Hot™ items was prepared for the DPW to follow up on.
Phil asked Romano to check on the netting around major league field.

With no further business, a motion was made by Wally to adjourn the meeting and
seconded by Pete was made at 11:58pm
