12, Seed and fertilizer for Boro field is in stock and an aerator has been
borrowed from the Board of Education. Other equipment is being pepared for the
upcoming season.

CFO Roy Riggitano and payroll manager Frank Santoro presented the board with a
printout of last year’s (07) purchases and expenses as well as a breakdown of payroll
expenses for the summer camp, after camp and after school programs.

They reviewed the They reviewed the reports with the Board and advised the Board to
examine the expenses, to try and keep expenses in line with revenue and to not allow part
time cmployces to exceed the mandated 20 hours per week maximum. Part time
employees that exceed 20 hours will not be paid for the extra hours. Frank questioned as
to why 2 part time employees would be signed in for work on a scheduled holiday and
Phil responded that the main gym and weight room employees come to work at 3:00pm
on certain holidays. Phil questioned Frank if the excess part time hours is only a recent
occurrence and Frank responded that it was not, that it has been going on for a long time.
Frank also mentioned that employees should not be paid for additional duties through the
voucher system

PUBLIC SESSION

George Shamah pleaded with the Board to not let the programs or kids suffer because of
budget cutbacks.

Brenda Huffman requested the use of the senior center bathrooms or a trailer of Porta-
John until the outside bathroom issue could be resolved. She also requested a freezer for
storage of ice cream and replacement of needed medical equipment such as ice packs and
large band-aids. Brenda also went over a list of kitchen and field improvements with
Scott Karcz that Scott said he would get to or already working on.

Alex Lopez reported on the success of last years soccer program and dinner. He stated
that players attending the dinner did receive an additional towel more than those who
didn’t attend. Phil told Alex that the Board would like to know in advance where the
money from the fundraisers would go so as to avoid problems in the future. Alex
requested that he would like to start registration earlier this year. A mother of a soccer
player came to the podium and stated that after all the efforts to help the parent’s assoc.
with the various fundraisers, she was not able to purchase the dinner tickets do to
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financial distress. As a result her child was not able to attend the dinner and was punished
with a less value gift bag.

Keith Work and Bob Calabro gave an update on Little League registration, opening day
and safety report. Bob reported that a representative from District follows up on his

report.

Joe Dombrowski of EPJBL requested that the Board purchase defibrillators for each
field. Doug DeMatteo responded that in addition to the needed training, that the units
would need electricity to be charged. Joe also questioned the Board paying a stipend for
players that play in both leagues. Rich responded by questioning the need for stipend at
all. A conversation addressing the recruitment of players to leave one organization to
play for another resulted in no conclusion.

OLD BUSINESS
Romano Intrieri gave an update on the items he was assigned to. The storage bin has
been delivered, the fencing company will repair the torn netting and the contractor was
installing the necessary ground to the sun shelters. The electrician submitted a quote to
replace the bad lights in the gym and is scheduled to return to finish the job and fasten the
loose wire on the light pole.

All other business was tabled till next meeting.
